1.  1.1 Chair’s Announcements:        ANNOUNCEMENTS 
 
   1.1.1 The call for the WSCUC (formerly WASC) Steering Committee will be going  
    out today or tomorrow.  Provost Mahoney and Dean Brown will appoint faculty 
    in consultation with Senate Exec.  Please review the call and consider colleagues 
    who may have the required expertise and interest (including yourself) and  
    encourage them to submit a brief description of their interest and expertise via 
    email to the academic senate. 
 
   1.1.2 At its meeting on September 29, the Executive Committee approved by 
    Executive Action an editorial change to the policy: Timeline for Ordering 
    Required Course Materials per a request from the Faculty Policy Committee. 
    Because of semester conversion, the guidelines currently provided give a date  
    that is too late for compliance with the Higher Education Opportunities Act  
    (HEOA).   
    The change is as follows: Delete seven weeks prior to the first day of the and  
    add OF WEEK 10 OF THE PRIOR before “term”. 
    This action will stand approved at the close of business today unless there is a 
    request to agendize it. 
 
   1.1.3 Since the last Senate meeting, President Covino has approved the following  
    Senate recommendations (all on October 3rd): 
     • Proposed Policy Modification: Appointments, Faculty Handbook, 
       Chapter VI, effective fall 2016 
     • Proposed Policy Modification: Internal Guidelines for Early  
        Registration, Faculty Handbook, Appendix K, effective fall 2016. The  
        new title is Early Registration Policy and it will be located in Chapter 
        V 
     • Proposed Policy Modification: Protection Against Misconduct in  
        Research, Faculty Handbook, Chapter VI, effective fall 2016 
     • Proposed Modification: Mission of the California State University,  
        Los Angeles, Faculty Handbook, Chapter I, effective fall 2016. The 
        new location of the mission statement will be at the beginning of the 
        Appendices 
    The Faculty Handbook is being updated to include these approved policies. 
 
2.  Senator Acevedo raised the following concerns: This concern is two-fold regarding the   CONCERNS FROM THE FLOOR 
  University Bookstore. First, is there a definite date as to when the University bookstore  
  actually orders its books, given that faculty have a clear deadline as to when they must  
  submit their book orders? 
  Second, is there a policy as to how many books the University bookstore will actually order 
  per class?  This past semester, only one book was ordered for my POLS 3740 class (out of  
  40 students) and several students had to wait 3 weeks before they were able to get a book 
  putting them behind in their readings.

          3.2  Chair Warter-Perez presented the response from Provost Mahoney to Senator Aniol’s 
    Intent to Raise Questions (ASM 16-4): “This question concerned the campus conflict of  
    interest in instructional materials policy which was approved by the Academic Senate 
    on February 9, 2016 and signed by the President on April 14, 2016. Our campus policy  
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INTENT TO RAISE    does not permit financial profit from the assignment of any instructional materials in  
QUESTIONS (continued)    any course, with two exceptions noted in policy. These two exceptions are (1) peer- 
      reviewed books and textbooks; and (2) when any faculty authored material has been  
      adopted by departments or programs outside of Cal State LA. During the senate  
      debate about this policy, a senator from NSS proposed an amendment that would  
      have allowed a departmental exception and the amendment was not passed. Our  
      campus policy does not provide an exemption for departmentally-assigned  
      instructional materials.”
