At its meeting on July 18, the Executive Committee approved by Executive
Action change to the Miscellaneous Rules to include new language regarding the
Second-Reading rule. The change is as follows:

SECOND-READING RULE
(ECM 7/18/19)

1. FOR SECOND READING ITEMS, ONLY MOTIONS TO MODIFY
OR DELETE PART/S OF THE POLICY ON THE FLOOR AND
VOTING ON THE MAIN DOCUMENT WILL BE CONSIDERED.

2. DURING A SECOND READING ITEM THE SENATE MAY GO
INTO A CLOSED-DOOR SESSION FOR ITEMS THAT ARE
SENSITIVE AND WARRANTS DELIBERATION. A CLOSED-
DOOR SESSION MAY BE INITIATED BY THE SENATE CHAIR
OR BY A MAJORITY VOTE OF THE SENATE.

This action will stand approved at the close of business today unless there is a
request to agendize it.

My second favor would
be to committee chairs, recording sectaries, deans or administrative assistants who
work with committees to please go to our ASI page (https://asicalstatela.org/get-
involved , find your committee and send me updated information on your
committee such as meeting times/dates/location/charge and the point of contact
information. These favors will not only help me and future VPs in my position, but
also allow me to recruit students effectively and with accurate information thus
emphasizing the practice of shared governance on our campus.
