1.1.1 There’s more great news about our campus! Cal State LA continues an  
impressive rise as one of the nation’s top regional universities in the U.S. News 
& World Report 2020 Best College Rankings. Cal State LA ranks 31st among 
all private and public regional universities in the western United States,  
jumping 21 spots from the previous year. In the past six years, the University 
has risen 65 spots among all private and public regional universities in the 
western United States.

support of all the CSU campuses and especially those with Academic Senate resolutions 
in support of increasing CSU ECC funding, our ECC budget was increased from $5M to 
$6M. 

   Although it’s not the $10M we requested, it’s a good sign that the CO understands the 
importance of library e-resources. I, along with the other CSU Library Deans, will  
continue our advocacy efforts to increase awareness of the importance of increasing CO 
funding for e-collections that are needed to support our faculty and students.

3. Senator Riggio announced her intent to raise the following question: Cal State LA Academic   INTENT TO RAISE 

Senate approved a campus policy on Intellectual Property that was signed by the President in  QUESTIONS 
September, 2014. The policy was not put into the Faculty Handbook, however, because of  
directives from the Chancellor’s Office that Intellectual Property was a bargaining issue to be 
worked out with CFA. Negotiations with CFA have apparently ceased. The Chancellor’s Office is 
now asserting that they are developing a statewide CSU policy on Intellectual Property, and that 
campuses should not develop their own policies. I am concerned that faculty at Cal State LA are 
not being protected in the interim; and I am wondering why we cannot institute the policy we  
approved and the President signed. Any policy can be subsequently modified if needed according 
to any statewide policy. My question is can we finally enter the approved Intellectual Property  
policy into the Faculty Handbook instead of waiting indefinitely for a statewide policy? Why  
must we wait for a statewide policy?
