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Directions to Cal State L.A.

FROM THE WESTSIDE (approximately 30 to 45 minutes):

Take the 10 Freeway east. After the downtown interchange, you will see signs announcing the 710
Freeway. You will not be taking the 710 Freeway, BUT when you see the signs, you must make your
way to the extreme right lane to exit at Eastern Ave. The Eastern Ave. exit is about 500 yards before
the 710 Freeway.

After exiting at Eastern Ave., make a left turn at the stoplight. Take the bridge across the freeway
and continue straight on Paseo Rancho Castilla crossing State University Drive. The Welcome Cen-
ter is accessible from the left lane at the first stop sign (Campus Road). Continue on PRC and the
Information Kiosk will be on the right.

Los Angeles International Airport (LAX)/Long Beach - (approx. 30 minutes):

From LAX: take the 105 (Anderson) Freeway to the 710 Freeway north.

From the Long Beach area: take the 710 Freeway north.

Go to the end of the 710 Freeway, and make a left (west) onto Valley Blvd. Continue to Mariondale;
make a left on Mariondale, merge right onto Paseo Rancho Castilla and continue toward the south
end of campus to the Information Kiosk or Welcome Center for directions.

ORANGE COUNTY (approx. 1to 1 1/2 hour - San Diego approx. 2 to 2 1/2 hours):

Take the 5 Freeway north to the 710 Freeway north. Go to the end of the 710 Freeway, and make
a left (west) onto Valley Blvd. Continue to Mariondale; make a left on Mariondale and merge right
onto Paseo Rancho Castilla. Continue towards the south end of campus to the Information Kiosk or
Welcome Center for parking directions.

PASADENA (approx. 25-35 minutes):

Surface streets: Take Los Robles Ave. south (becomes Atlantic Blvd.) Follow Atlantic to Valley
Blvd., and make a right (west) on Valley Blvd. Or take surface streets to Fremont Ave. south; make
right (west) onto Valley Blvd. Continue to Mariondale; make a left on Mariondale and merge right
onto Paseo Rancho Castilla. Continue towards the south end of campus to the Information Kiosk or
Welcome Center for parking directions.

Freeway: Take the 110 Freeway south to the 5 Freeway south to the 10 (San Bernardino Freeway)
east. Watch for signs announcing the 710 Freeway. You will not be taking the 710 Freeway, BUT,
when you see the signs, you must make your way to the extreme right lane to exit at Eastern Ave.
The Eastern Ave. exit is about 500 yards before the 710 Freeway.

After exiting at Eastern Ave., make a left turn at the stoplight. Take the bridge across the freeway
and continue straight on Paseo Rancho Castilla crossing State University Drive. The Welcome
Center is accessible from the left lane at the first stop sign (Campus Road). Continue on PRC and
the Information Kiosk will be on the right.

BURBANK (approx. 45 minutes to 1 hour):

Take the 5 Freeway south to the 10 Freeway east. (Take the exit to the 10 Freeway towards San
Bernardino that is on your left. Merge onto the 10 Freeway going east). Watch for signs announc-
ing the 710 Freeway. You will not be taking the 710 Freeway, BUT, when you see the signs you must
make your way to the extreme right lane to exit at Eastern Ave. The Eastern Ave. exit is about 500
yards before the 710 Freeway.

After exiting at Eastern Ave., make a left turn at the stoplight. Take the bridge across the freeway
and continue straight on Paseo Rancho Castilla crossing State University Drive. The Welcome
Center is accessible from the left lane at the first stop sign (Campus Road). Continue on PRC and
the Information Kiosk will be on the right.

SAN BERNARDINO (approx. 1 1/2 hour)

Take the 10 Freeway west; exit at Fremont Ave. Make an immediate left at the stop sign on Hell-
man Ave. Continue on Hellman, which becomes Paseo Rancho Castilla. Follow PRC to the Welcome
Center or Information Kiosk for parking directions.
