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It is the responsibility of the Principal Investigator (PI) to restrict access to isoflurane and other non-controlled substance anesthetics for animal work. Following safe handling guidelines for the drug(s), when not in use and not under the supervision of the PI, the drug(s) need to be stored in a locked room (such as the PI’s office) in a second locked location that is not easily removable from the room (such as a file cabinet or desk).
